In accordance with the Federal Advisory Committee Act, I 

am pleased to transmit the Eleventh Annual Report on Federal 

Advisory Committees. 

In 1982, advisory committees afforded a unique 

opportunity for over 19,000 private citizens of all 

backgrounds to provide valued and needed counsel to Federal 

officials in establishing policies and improving operations of 

the government. 

In keeping with the strong commitment of this 

Administration to promote voluntary citizen participation in 

government, by year end the number of chartered advisory 

committees increased by three percent over the previous year, 

reaching the highest level since 1976. At the same time, 

government agencies utilizing these committees achieved a 

further overall reduction in committee operating costs. In 

1982, committee operating costs totaled $74 million, 7.5 

percent lower than in 1981, and 15.2 percent below comparable 

1980 levels. 

In 1983, the opportunity exists for additional 

improvements in the management and cost-effectiveness of 

advisory committees. New guidance and information prepared by 

the General Services Administration and contained in this 

report will provide agency management with the ability to 

realize this opportunity. 

Consistent with my belief that the strength of this 

Nation flows from the talent and resourcefulness of its 

people, we shall foster and support the continued active use 

of advisory committees in the government decision-making 

process.

I n  t h e  annual  r e p o r t  of one y e a r  ago, M r .  P r e s iden t ,  you d i r e c t e d  Federa l  a g e n c i e s  
t o  reduce a d v i s o r y  committee c o s t s  by t e n  percent  i n  1982. This  was t o  be i n  
a d d i t i o n  t o  t h e  f i v e  pe rcen t  c o s t  r educ t ion  you had d i r e c t e d  f o r  1981. I am 
p leased  t o  inform you t h a t  Execut ive departments  and agenc ie s  have achieved t h e  
o b j e c t i v e  of a n  o v e r a l l  15.2 percent  c o s t  reduct ion  f o r  t h e  two y e a r  per iod ,  making 
t h i s  t h e  f i r s t  s u b s t a n t i a l  c o s t  r educ t ion  i n  t he  t e n  y e a r  h i s t o r y  of t h i s  program. 

To f u r t h e r  your  o b j e c t i v e s ,  dur ing  t h e  p a s t  year  GSA has developed a comprehensive 
new r e g u l a t i o n  on  adv i so ry  committee management t o  promote the  more e f f e c t i v e  use  
of advLsory committees by Fede ra l  agencies .  This  r e g u l a t i o n  inco rpora t e s  ou r  
recommendations con ta ined  i n  l a s t  y e a r ' s  annual  r e p o r t  inc luding:

. Establishment of guidelines to limit the size of committees. CSA has 
recommended to Federal agencies that the size of an advisory cornittee 
should be determined by its mission, with advisory committees having an 
agencywide function generally being limited to 25 members and committees 
with a specialized task being limited to 12 members. The size of any 
advisory committee directly affects its operating costs, and the 
application of this guidance as a general standard can reduce advisory 
committee expenditures government-wide. 

Management guidance to agency officials including suggqstions to involve 
key management personnel of the agency in committee meetings, reports, 
and agendas; solicit comments from advisory committee members on the 
activities and effectiveness of the committees; monitor the attendance 
of committee members to assure broad and balanced participation; and 
eliminate those committees which are essentially inactive. In 1982, 
for example, 21 percent or 194 advisory committees totaled expenses of 
over $1.25 million without having a meeting of the actual committees. 

This past year GSA also obtained legislation from the Congress changing the 
annual report cycle from a calendar year to a fiscal year basis. This means 
agencies can now maintain advisory committee records consistent with their 
budget cycle. Also, GSA consolidated the two reports on advisory committees 
requested each year from agencies into a single report which is estimated to 
have reduced the workload of agencies in preparing committee reports by 30%. 

In implementing our initiatives to improve committee management, GSA appreciates 
the counsel and support received from the Federal Advisory Committee Management 
Association, the Charles Kettering Foundation, and the ~dministrative Conference 
of the United States. 

We believe that Federal advisory committees are the single most important 
mechanism for promoting active citizen involvement in the ekecutive branch 
decision-making process. GSA will continue to provide the leadership to 
assist agencies in improving the effectiveness and efficiency of Federal 
advisory commit tees.

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INTRODUCTION 



Introduction 
This is the Eleventh Annual Report of the President 
to the Congress, covering calendar year 1982 on the 
activities, status, and changes in the composition of 
Federal Advisory Committees.' Advisory commit- 
tees serve the American people by allowing the in- 
volvement of private citizens in the decision-making 
process of government, providing valuable informa- 
tion and advice which otherwise might not be avail- 
able. Advisory committees provide broad policy ad- 
vice on major national issues, develop specific 
technical recommendations on particular problems, 
or review and recommend action on grant requests. 

Congress enacted the Federal Advisory Com- 
mittee Act of 1972 as a means of structuring and 
monitoring the activities of groups established or 
utilized by agencies as a source of advice. The 
General Services Administration (GSA) is respon- 
sible for monitoring agency management of advi- 
sory committees and reviewing the effectiveness 
and continued need for individual committees. To 
meet these responsibilities, the GSA's Committee

Management Secretariat conducts an annual com- 
prehensive review of all committees and prepares 
this report for the President on the basis of that re- 
view. 

The report for calendar year 1982 is changed 
substantially from reports of previous years through 
the inclusion of additional statistical data and analyt- 
ical comparisons of agency use of advisory commit- 
tees. This information is intended to support the 
President in setting advisory committee policy ob- 
jectives for the executive branch, assist the agen- 
cies in the management and control of their own 
advisory committees, and provide annual data to 
the Congress of the United States. 

Overview of Advisory Committees 

By year-end 1982, the number of Federal advi- 
sory committees utilized by executive branch offi- 
cials increased 3 percent over 1981, reaching the 
highest level since 1976. (See Chart I).

In 1982, 95 new committees were established 
more than offsetting the 70 committees terminated, 
for a net increase of 25. The increase in committees 
reflects agency support of the policy of the Adminis- 
tration to promote publiclprivate sector partnership 
in the decision-making and problem-solving activi- 
ties of government. Chart IA compares utilization 
of advisory committees in 1981 and 1982. 

Of the total number of advisory committees, 
nearly threequarters have been established as a 
result of some type of legislative sponsorship. As 
shown in Chart 11, of the 948 advisory committees in 
existence at any time during 1982, nearly half were 
directed by the Congress. An additional 249 com- 
mittees or 26 percent were authorized, although not 
required by the Congress. This is a major factor to 
be considered when analyzing activities and trends 
in advisory committee management.

Expenditures for 
Advisory Committees 

Total expenditures to operate and support advi- 
sory committees in calendar year 1982 were $74.1 
million, a reduction of $6 million or 8.3 percent from 
1981, and $13.3 million or 15.2 percent below com- 
parable 1980 levels. These costs, as reported by 
individual agencies, include compensation, travel 
and per diem allowances for committee members 
(where paid), staff support costs (including salaries 
and other expenses for Federal employees directly 
supporting the committees), consultant fees, 
space, printing, and supplies.

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In 1982, as in recent years, over 60 percent of 
total advisory committee expenditures are ac- 
counted for by five departments and agencies. 
(See Chart IV). The Department of Health and 
Human Services alone spent $32 million, or over 
42 percent of total Federal advisory committee 
expenditures. Chart IVA summarizes the five agen- 
cies having the largest expenditures for advisory 
committees, including their contribution to the 
overall 1982 cost reduction. 

The major contributors to the overall 1982 cost 
reduction were the Department of Defense with a 
38 percent reduction of $1.9 million and the De- 

partment of Commerce with a 22 percent reduction 
of $1.6 million. Among other departments and 
agencies, the Department of Labor experienced a 
reduction of $1.2 million in its 1982 advisory com- 
mittee costs, and the independent National Com- 
mission on Social Security established by Con- 
gress in 1979 terminiated in April of 1981, resulting 
in a cost reduction of $1.2 million from 1981 to 
1982. Relative changes in 1981 costs to 1982 Costs 
for each agency are detailed in Appendix F.

or terminated committees. As shown in this chart, 
almost half of the expense of advisory committees 
is for compensation of Federal employees whose 
positions are justified, in whole or in part, by provid- 
ing staff support to advisory committees. Travel 
expenses for these employees are another major 
expense. In 1982, the only cost categories showing 
declines were travel expense and facility rental. 

Although agencies are projecting cost in- 
creases in nearly all categories for 1983, GSA 
believes implementation of its new regulation on 
advisory committee management will guide and 
assist agencies in curbing costs, particularly for 
compensation and travel of advisory committee 
members and staff. (See Appendix D). '. 

Efficiency of Advisory Committees 

In 1982, executive branch agencies reduced the 
average per meeting cost of their advisory commit- 
tees to $22,100, a 5 percent reduction from 1981. 
The disparity in meeting costs from committee to 
committee and agency to agency may reflect the 
austerity of meeting arrangements, policies of com- 
pensating committee members, and the level of 
control by management over staff activities and 
costs expended on committee matters. 

The need for close involvement in advisory 
committee activities by senior agency management 
officials is important to avoid wasteful use of gov-

ernment resources. As shown in Chart VI, the aver- 
age cost per member was about $3,800 incurred by 
an advisory committee holding an average of three 
or four meetings a year. Certain committees had 
member costs exceeding $100,000 per person, 
which suggests that it might be less expensive in 
some circumstances for the Government to employ 
these individuals full time. Other committees show 
moderate to high costs ranging from $13,000 to 
$62,000 per member. Per member meeting costs 
are greatly affected by staff costs assigned to a 
committee, including staff time of Federal employ- 
ees spent in preparations for advisory committee 
meetings, 

In 1902, the average cost of an advisory cqmmit- 
tee was $78,200. As shown in Chart VI, however, 
many agencies find advisory committees a cost-ef- 
fective and relatively inexpensive method for receiv- 
ing counsel, advice, and information. About half of 
the agencies using advisory committees expend 
less than $50,000 per committee. Since advisory 
committees provide an unique method of receiving 
"balanced counsel on an issue or technical prob- 
lem of concern to an agency, this level generally 
seems appropriate compared with alternative 
methods of obtaining consulting services or solicit- 

ing input on a continuing basis from interested par- 
ties. Similar cost data on all agencies using advisory 
committees is available in Appendix E 

Federal advisory committees held a total of 
3,352 meetings in 1982, a 3 percent decline from the 
previous year. The frequency of advisory committee 
meetings is shown in Chart VII. Since committee 
costs ought to bear some relationship to committee 
size and activity, it can be presumed a committee 
with a large membership will cost more to operate 
than a committee with few members. Likewise, a 
committee holding more meetings will cost more 
because of increased travel and per diem expenses 
of members, consultant expenses, etc. Conversely, 
that cost would presumably decline as committee 
activity reached zero. Yet, in 1982, Federal agencies 
reported a total cost of $1.25 million for their advi- 
sory committees which never met. Of this total, the 
Department of Health and Human Services as- 
cribed a cost of $830,000 to 33 of its committees 
which never met, with the balance of over $400,000 
being divided among the 161 inactive committees 
located throughout the other Federal departments 
and agencies. Agencies having advisory commit- 
tees which did not meet are listed in Chart VIII.

Although some committees did not meet during 
1982 because they were newly established and did 
not have sufficient time to begin functioning before 
the end of the year, or they completed their mission 
but require legislation to abolish, or they meet in- 
termittently and experienced a period of short-term 
inactivity, GSA believes in general these data repre- 
sent an opportunity for cost savings on the part of 
the agencies involved. In 1983, GSA will closely 
scrutinize the nearly onequarter of the committees 
which did not meet to determine if they should be 
abolished, merged, or better utilized. 

In summary, the efficiency of an advisory com- 
mittee is at least partially measured by its frequency 
of meetings and per member and per meeting cqsts 
of operation. Since all departments and agencies 
draw upon recognized experts and persons who are 
distinguished in their field, GSA believes the data 
shown represent an opportunity for certain agen- 
cies to benefit from the experience of others that 
demonstrate an ability to achieve relatively low o p  
erating cost ratios. 

Compensation of Advisory 
Committee Members 

A major change for the Federal advisory com- 
mittee program is a provision in the new GSA regu- 
lation eliminating compensation for advisory com- 
mittee members except where required by law or 
when necessary on an exception basis to achieve 
balanced membership or acquire technical exper- 
tise not otherwise available. This provision supports 
the objective of the Congress to achieve more effi- 
cient use of advisory committees as well as the 
President's commitment to "restore in our time, the 
American spirit of voluntary service. . . . " 

Charts IX and X show a positive correlation b e  
tween activity and voluntary service, putting into 
question the premise that qualified persons cannot 
be recruited to membership without compensation. 
In practice, except when specifically directed or au- 
thorized by law, compensation of committee mem- 
bers appears to be the exception rather than the 
rule.

Chart XI reveals that nearly half of all agencies 
do not compensate advisory committee members, 
and that only 7,700 out of nearly 19,000 members 
are compensated. In light of these averages, it is 
particularly interesting to note that some agencies 
have a policy of compensating 100% of their advi- 
sory committee members. The Department of 
Health and Human Services alone compensates all 
100% of its 3,992 advisory committee members, 
over 51 percent of all compensated advisory com- 
mittee members. The addition of the National En- 
dowment for the Arts, the National Endowment for 
the Humanities, and the National Science Founda- 
tion, all of which reported compensating 100 percent 
of their advisory committee members, to this total 
accounts for over 80 percent of all members corn- 
pensated for serving on Federal advisory commit- 
tees. 

GSA believes that in certain instances compen- 
sation of persons whose services are necessary to 
an advisory committee is unavoidable, and agen- 
cies should have the flexibility to recruit the services 
of consultants, technical experts, or persons whose 
participation is essential to balanced membership. 
But, it is generally true that persons who give their 
services on a voluntary basis are motivated by a 
sense of service and duty, and are conscientious in 
their personal commitment to a project. Because 
the record is replete with the names of distinguished 
and talented persons of all backgrounds who have 
already served as advisory committee members on 
a noncompensated basis, GSA believes that a gen- 
eral no-compensation policy is cost-efficient and 
warranted out of a sense of fairness and equity of 
treatment. Each advisory committee member 
should regard the opportunity to participate on advi- 
sory committees as an honor and privilege. In many 
instances, especially in academic and scientific pro- 
fessions, advisory committee membership is re- 
garded as a mark of professional achievement and 
distinction. 

GSA wiU actively pursue the application of this 
policy throughout the Government and believes 
Federal departments and agencies will cooperate in 
its implementation. 

Management of Advisory Committees 

The preceding sections have considered advi- 
sory committee performance on the basis of cost 
comparisons, components, and trends. Although 
this is important, at the heart of all advisory commit- 
tee activity lies the question of what is being accom- 
plished by agencies with the resources they are ex- 
pending. 

To assist agencies in their management of advi- 
sory committees, both from the perspective of con- 
trolling cost and improving efficiency, in August of 
1982, the Administrator of General Services issued 
a memorandum to Federal agencies providing spe- 
cific recommendations on advisory committee 
management. (See Appendix C). These recom- 
mendations have subsequently been incorporated 
into the new GSA regulation on advisory commit- 
tees. (See Appendix D). 

Key to the effectiveness of an advisory commit- 
tee is the interest and participation in its activities by 
senior management of the host agency. For an ad- 
visory committee to operate in a vacuum, for it to 
have a poorly defined agenda, or for it to produce a 
report that no one will read results in a poor invest- 
ment of public funds. To avoid these and similar 
problems, GSA strongly supports a number of spe- 
cific actions that can be taken by agency executives 
to more effectively utilize their advisory committees. 
Before the first meeting of an advisory committee is 
held, responsible agency executives should submit 
to committee members, consultants, and staff a 
written statement listing the purpose, objectives, 
and expected accomplishments for the committee. 
In other words, advisory committee members ought 
to clearly understand the mission before them. 

For committees of an ongoing nature, agency 
executives should solicit in writing or in a formal 
meeting at least annually the views of committee 
members on the effectiveness, activities, and man- 
agement of the committee, including recommenda- 
tions for improvement. 

Agency executives should also become in- 
volved in committee meetings, including reviewing 
reports and establishing agendas. Likewise, they 
should evaluate the commlttee membership to de- 
termine if the committee is at the right size to do the 
job, and where appropriate to adjust membership to 
the levels recommended by GSA. Further, they 
should take an interest in the performance and con- 
tributions of individual advisory committee mem- 
bers and consider replacing members who miss a 
substantial number of scheduled committee meet- 
ings. 

GSA also urges agency management to care- 
fully examine the practice of closing advisory com- 
mittee meetings to the public. Although .a closed 
meeting may be necessary because of reasons of 
national security or in certain other instances speci- 
fied by law, Chart XI1 reveals that committees estab- 
lished by agency authority are most likely to close 
part or all of their meetings. The Federal Advisory 



Committee Act clearly states in Section 10(a), 
"Each advisory committee meeting shall be open to 
the public." The Congress further underscored its 
interest in public access to and awareness of advi- 
sory committee proceedings by requiring that ad- 
vance notices of all meetings be published in the 
Federal Register. Agency senior executives should, 
therefore, determine if meetings previously held 
closed can be opened in full or at least partially to 
the public in the future. Public participation in advi- 
sory committee activities is an important way to as- 
sure that a committee's discussions will be bal- 
anced in viewpoints to be considered. 

In summary, GSA believes the effectiveness 
and contributions of advisory committees are,di- 
redy correlated to the interest and support of senior 
agency management. Used to their best potential, 
committees can be a tremendous bargain as well as 
a model of public-private partnership working to 
solve the Nation's problems.

Memorandum for the Heads of Executive Departments and Agencies 

Subject: Management of Federal Advisory Committees 

As you know, advisory committees are a major part of the 
President'e Private Sector Initiative. They strengthek the 
partnership between the Federal Government and the private sector. 
I believe it is essential that private citizen expertise be used 
more effectively and prudently in our effort to make the Federal 
Government truly responsive and cost-effective. 

In the President's transmittal to the Congress of the Tenth Annual 
Report on Federal Advisory Committees, he expressed the conviction 
that the management of advisory committees could be improved and 
made more cost-effective, producing an annualized cost savings of 
at least 10 percent while increasing the benefits of these 
committees to the government and the public. To meet this goal, I 
am recommending that you personally review the management of your 
agency's advisory committees in accordance with the guidelines on 
the enclosure. 

These actions should be taken as soon as possible. They will 
contribute significantly to our effort to reduce the cost of the 
Federal Government while promoting volunteerism and preserving a 
critical Federal-private sector relationship. 

In addition to these actions, GSA is trying to simplify the 
paperwork and reporting requirements associated with statutory 
requirements for managing advisory committees. GSA is supporting 
legislation to change the reporting cycle from calendar year to 
fiscal year. This will enable GSA to conduct the annual report 
and annual review concurrently, reducing the amount of time your 
staff spends during the year preparing reports on committee 
management. I also would like to solicit your additional 
suggestions for changes, legislative or otherwise, to improve 

i advisory committee management.

They 
meet to present recommendations 
developed by that committee, as 
d is t iqpihd from meetings whose 
atten ees respond as individuals. 

While tbis interim rule provides 
guidance and examples of meetings with 
groups of individuals which are not 
subject to the Act, agencies are 
cautioned that the group can become 
subject to the Act if a pattern or "track 
record" develops whereby an agency 
seeks advice from the group in such a 
way that it becomes a preferred source 
of advice. 

Question8 were raised as to when all 
the mquIrementa ofthe Act apply to 
rubcommittees. One commenter 
mggested a clarification of the definition 
of subcommittee, so that the 
establishment of subcommittees is not 
used to cirmmvent the principles of the 
Act 

Another commenter, however, 
suggested that a wbcommittee is not 
requited to consult and charter 
wparately if it has functions related to 
the functions of the patent committee, 
and reports to the patent committee. The 
Court's reasoning in National Anti- 
H q e r  Coalition v. Ekecutive 
Committee mpports the latter 
rewmmenLtion by emphasizing that 
the Act's requirements a ply to 
committees which provile advice and 
recommendations ditectly to the 
Resident or Federal ofsdaL and as 
o posed to the parent committee. dt erefore. the requirement8 for 
consultation and chartering of 
mbcommittees which appear in I la- 
6.1007(a)(3) apply when a rubcommittee 
functions independentIy of the patent 
committee such ar rep6tting 6 c t l y  to 
the Reddent or agency ofscial rather 
than to the patenfcodttee. 

Another commenter. on behalf of a 
consottium of State and local interest 
~poup ,  requested an administrative 
exemption from FACA coverage for 
State and local offidalr and their 
repmsentatlves. Although this comment 
has merit, GSA has concluded this 
exemption would requite amendment of 
the Act 

One qmmenter w e s t s  that there be 
a definition of "meeting" so It would be 
clear when an agency must comply with 

procedures under the Act. It is GSA's 
position that Motmal meetings or 
gatherings of advisory committee 
members in which substantive 
committee business is discuesed ate 
subject to the provisions of the Act. 
GSA recognizes the administrative 
difficulty in this area and has concluded 
that the sponsoring agency can best 
determine whether a specific gathering 
of advisory committee members 
constitutes an advisory committee 
meeting. GSA believes, however, that 
meetings of two or more advisory 
conunittee members convened to gather 
information or conduct research for the 
cornmitttee to analyze relevant h u e s  
and facts. or to draft option papers for 
consideration by the advisory 
committee do not oonstutute a meeting 
of the Bdvisory committee subject to the 
requirements of tly Act, Notional Anti- 
Hunger Coalition v. Executive 
Gommittee, supra. 

Several commentem taised questions 
as to GSA's role in the establishment of 
advisory committees. Some commentem 
objected to the requirement for GSA 
concurrence before an agency head can 
establish, we, or renew an advisory 
commitee under general agency 
authority. 

We recognize the sensitive nature of 
this patticular issue, that is, the role to 
be played by GSA in the establishment 
of an advisory committee. GSA is fully 
awate that an agency head, not GSA, 
"determines as a matter of formal 
record" (after consultation with the 
Administrator) that the establishment d 
an advisory committee is "in the public 
interest in connection with the 
performance of duties imposed on that 
egency by law." 

Hlowever, GSA is responsible for "all 
matters relating to advisory committees" 
(5 U.S.C. A p. IJ and a meaningful rather 
than a pm &ma consultation m * ~  
necessary to fulfill this responsibility. 
This conclusion is reinforced by the 
language in ff i  @(a)(2) of FACA, which 
provides that an advisory committee 
cannot be established until the 
consultaion process has taken place. In 
the absence of specific direction in 
either FACA or ita legislative history as 
to what precisely is meant by the word 
"consultatior~," it is incumbent on GSA 
to determine the parameten of this 
procesa 

We have concluded to follow the 
consultative process as it has b a n  
petfotmed, in the beginning by OMB and 
then by GSA. GSA will, therefore, 
continue the practice of giving 
notification of "conc)rrrence/ 
nonconcurrencem In consultations 
received from agencies. 

We do not view or interpret the words 
*'concut/nonconc~r" as implying a veto 
power by GSA over a detetmination 
which properly tests in the head of 
another agency. Rather, we interpret the 
word "concur" as meaning that GSA 
agma the establishment of a particular 
committee is in accord with the terms 
and spWt of FACA. Conversely, a 
nonconcurrence would indicate GSA's 
opinion that the establishment of a 
committee is not in accord with FACA. 

GSA also believes that its notification 
of "coficutrence/nonconcurtence" to an 
agency head is a logical way to 
complete the consultation process. Such 
notification is GSA's means of letting 
the agency head know that the 
consultation procesg has been fulfilled. 

In the final analysis. a 
nonconcurrence by GSA would not 
legally prevent an agency from 
establishing a partidar committee. 
However, CSA in discharging its 
oversight function of advisory 
committees intends to prepare and 
mbmit periodic reports to the President, 
OMB and the Congress. Our 
nonconcurrence in any advisory 
committee, therefore, would be included 
in these reports. 

GSA also intends to watch for 
situations in which agencies might 
redefine or restructq advisory 
committees in such a way an to exclude 
them fmm the Act's covitage and 
requirements. GSA will analyze these 

.situation# to determine if anagency is 
elevating fonn over substance to 
disguise an advisory committee which 
should comply with the Act If this is the 
case, GSA will recommend that such 
gtoups are chartered and operate in 
accordance with the Act. In situations 
where GSA and the sponsoring agency 
cannot resolve the matter, GSA will 
identify in future reports the groups for 
which a chatter has been recommended 
and no action has been taken. 

Other commentem suggest that if GSA 
had not replied to an agency 
consultation letter by the end of a 
specific review period, CSA 
concurrence would be implied. We have 
not included this suggestion in tbis rule 
on the gtounds that it is not practical. 
When GSA receiver an agency 
consultation letter, i t  gathers pertinent 
infomation to assess thi~ need for the 
committee. Occasionally, certain 
Motmation is not available or provided 
within a specified time period. To allow 
a committee to come into beiq without 
that infomation would not be in the 
public intetest. Thlr intetim rule 
provides that CSA will respond to an 
agency consultation letter within 15 
days. if porsible. 
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Another commenter raised the 
question of the role of the OMB budget 
examiner in the consultation process. 
The budget examiner's role has been 
integral to the consultation process 

an. When the function was 
tranrf "" i3 to GSA, OMB continued to 
make available the assistance of budget 

e n  in the consulta'tion process. 
ral commenten objected to 

hgu& requiring that agencies 
maintain complete documentation on 
their adviro~committees in a single 
location on the basis that such a 
requirement was administratively 
excessive and unreasonable. Most of the 
commenters on this bsue suggest that 
GSA'r language follow the language in 
the Act. GSA agrees and has eased this 
requirement. 

One commenter asked that the 
regulation prohibit dual and multiple 
committee memberships in which one 
person serves on more than one 
committee in one of more agencies. That 
wmmenter believed that such multiple 
memberships should be discouraged in 
the interest of providing access by a 
broader munber of citizens to 
membership on advisory committees. 
GSA believes that, if necessary, 
qender  should deal with thir bsue in 
their own regulations and procedures. 

Some commentem suggested that a 
definition of "Independent Residential 
Advisory Committee" be included in 
order to make clear which Presidential 
advisory committees receive 
adminirtrative oupport from the 
Administrator of General Services. GSA 
agrees with this ouggestion add has 
included a dehition of an independent 
PAC. The duties of the Chairperoon of 
an independent PAC are ret out 
separately. 

Several comments were made on the 
organization of the proposed rule and 
the clarity of certain tenno. For example, 
mme ruggertions were offered on 
dtemative language to describe 
"balanced mombarship." GSA has 
attempted to clarify in thir interim rule 
the guidelines for balanced membership. 
The d e  deocrlbes balance in t e r n  of 
rpedfic function to be performed by a 
particular committee. This Ir conairtent 
with the language of Nationd Anti- 

Coalition v. ~ecu t i ve  
cOmarmartt8e, mpra. 

Pumumt to aection 7(d) of the Act, the 
Adminirtntor a h a  rtudy and 
conoultation with the Mnctor, Office of 
Paroonnel Management, ir to ertablish 
@deUner with reopect to uniform fair 
rater of pry far corn ble d c e o  for r members, staff#, ur c o d t a n t o  of 

advisory committees. The consultation 
process with OPM has taken place. 

Consistent with the intent of Congress 
and the President to control the costs of 
administering advbory committees, the 
interim rule contains a provision which 
rtates that unless otherwise required by 
law, or when necessary to obtain 
balanced memberehip or e particular 
level of technical expertise, no member 
of an advisory committee shall receive 
compensation for his or her services. In 
other words, unless an exception 
applies, compensation shall be set at 
zero. 

GSA believes that d sufficient number 
of citizens of all backgrounds and 
qualifications can be found to provide 
advice and recommendations to the 
Federal Government through voluntary 
service on advisory committees. 

The interim rule does provide for the 
reimbursement of necessary travel 
expenses and per diem, as  well as a 
mechanism where agencies may engage 
consultants to serve as membem of 
advisory committees when this is 
necessary to acquire certain technical 
ex~ertise or balanced membenhi~ that 
& n o t  be ratisfied solely t h u g L  the 
appointment of noncompensated 
members. However, it is the 
responsibility of each agency to make a 
good faith effort to meet its membership 
requirements on a noncompensated 
basis. GSA in its oversight responsibility 
will include membership information in 
program report8 and reiommendatiom 
which it prepares on Federal advisory 
committees- he interim regulation - 
wntaino no changes to present methode 
used by agencies regarding 
compemation of consultants or otaff 
under OPM and OMB rocedwes. 

The rules have also & amended to 
reflect the change in the annual agency 
reporting requirements from a calendar 

r, ear to a fiscal year cycle brought about 
y Pub. L 97-375. 

The General Services Administration 
has determined that this DroD00ed rule 
is not a major rule forg&o;er of 
Executive Order 12291 of February 17, 
IWl, became it will not result in an 
annual effect on the economy of SlW 
million or more, will not cause a major 
increase in costs to conrumem or others, 
and will not have rignificant adverse 
effecte. The General Services 
Adminispation has based all 
administrative d e c i r i o ~  on thir 
proposed rule on adequate information 
concerning the need for and 
consequences of thir propored d e .  
GSA her also determined that the 
potential benefitr to rodety h m  Olio 
proposed rule far outwelgh the potential 

costs, has maximized the net benefits, 
and has chosen the alternative involving 
the least net cost to society.
